· Awards will be funded in April 2020
· The award package is made up of application and 1-page statement outlining your interest in pursuing community-engaged, interdisciplinary research into child and youth development, including children at risk.  If available, unofficial transcripts are to be included.
· This award is open to all students who meet the criteria; however special consideration will be given to applicants affiliated with the LaMarsh Centre for Child and Youth Research.  Applications must be nominated or endorsed by a LaMarsh member and have the signature of the LaMarsh member.

· Award recipients are expected to attend the Faculty of Health Awards ceremony in June and participate in LaMarsh Research Centre events. Award recipients must acknowledge this award and the support it provides on all posters, papers, talks, and/or publications that are made possible by this award.
Award Value:

· One award for a graduate student, and one award for an undergraduate student.  The award value is $2,00 per student.
Undergraduate Award:

This award will be given to a full-time undergraduate student pursuing research which supports community-engaged interdisciplinary research into child and youth development including children at risk. Eligible students must demonstrate academic merit. Recognizes exceptional talent/promise or academic excellence as defined by:
1. A minimum grade of 80% for students entering from secondary school; or

2. A minimum undergraduate GPA of 7.5; or

3. Top academic performance, when an award evaluates students marks in comparison to peers.
Graduate Award:
This award will be given to a full-time graduate student pursuing research which supports community-engaged interdisciplinary research into child and youth development including children at risk. Eligible students must demonstrate academic merit. Recognizes exceptional talent/promise or academic excellence as defined by: 
A minimum A average for graduate studies

Top academic performance and research engagement, in comparison to peers.
